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Maths:

The children will continue to develop our place value
understanding to 100. We will continue to practise a
counting forwards and backwards including counting
in 2s, 5s and 10s, writing and ordering numbers to
100. We will revisit addition, subtraction, multiplica-
tion and division and use these skills to solve word
problems. We will also revisit and investigate money
and 2d and 3d shape.

Science:

We will continue our learning about animals . We
will think about the needs of animals and how to
look after our pets. We will also focus on different
habitats that can be found locally as well as fur-
ther afield. We will also look at different types of
weather and how weather is linked to the
seasons and how the day length varies.

Can you name an animal habitat?
What animals might live in the wood and why?
What season are we in now?




PE:
The children will be continuing their fithess skills
outdoor athletics, along with sports day preparations.

Our PE days this half term will be on Tuesday and
Friday.

PSHE:

In P.S.H.E. our topic is changing me. The children will be
looking at how they have changed from when they were
babies, how there bodies change and the changes be-
tween boys and girls. They will also be learning the im-
portance of how we learn and grow in ourselves and good
coping mechanisms for this.

Computing:

The children will be introduced to on-screen program-
ming through Scratch Jr. The children will explore the
way a project looks by investigating sprites and back-
grounds. They will use programming blocks to use,
modify, and create programs. They will also be intro-
duced to the early stages of program design through
the introduction of algorithms.

DT:

We will start our unit by learning about healthy food
and we will learn the names and parts of different
fruits. We will also learn about food hygiene and be
developing our skills to enable us to peel and chop
fruit. We will then explore, design and make a fruit
smoothie together.

RE:

In RE, the children will learn about non-religious worldviews
and explore what may be important to different people, such
as kindness, fairness, family and helping others. They will
also begin to understand that people celebrate and show
what matters to them in different ways.

History:

The children will be completing a new topic all about
Bletchley park code breakers. They will learn about the
importance of Bletchley park and significant people
from their own locality who have contributed to interna-
tional achievements.
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Music:

In Music, the children will complete the Reflect, Rewind and
Replay unit. They will revisit songs and musical skills from
across the year, including listening, singing, keeping a
pulse and performing with growing confidence.
